O Letter of recommendations must be signed by the writer. Unsigned letters of
recommendation will not be considered.

Scholarships will be awarded during the Senior Awards Ceremony at each of the recipient’s
high school in the spring of their senior year. The scholarship will be paid in full to the school
of enrollment at the beginning of the second semester after proof of enrollment is received.
